Executive Council Statements to Conference 

No.758

A document contained the Executive Council statements to Conference had previously been circulated to members of the Council.  John Gibbins advised that this is the first time the whole of the Council has attended a Policy Conference and there is a seat on the platform for all Council members. 

The Standing Orders Committee have drawn up 52 composites which had been sent out both to the originating branches and committees for their comments on the composites.  Three groupings to confirm composites would take place on Sunday afternoon to conclude the process and the Composite Book would be produced overnight, ready for start of Conference on Monday morning.


EC Statement on 35-Hour Week Campaign

A member of the Council questioned the statement as the SOC had drawn up a composite that adequately covered this issue.   In response, Joint General Secretary, Derek Simpson outlined the history of the fund and the difficulties in accessing the fund.  A detailed discussion ensued and it was agreed to return to this discussion once the composite had been circulated to the members of the Council. 

EC Statement on Pensions 

A member of the Council pointed out that there were some inaccuracies contained in the statement regarding public services.  Further issues were raised and, in response, Joint General Secretary, Tony Woodley suggested that further consultation take place with Roger Jeary and the statement be brought back to the Council for endorsement. 


EC Statement on Administration & Membership Services

At a previous meeting of the Council, an over-riding statement on Administration & Membership Services had been agreed as the way forward and to ask for all the motions to be remitted or withdrawn in favour of the statement as the statement deals with a large number of issues relating to the Union.   The statement was verbally supplemented by John Gibbins and following discussion, it was agreed that the wording of the statement be adjusted and brought back to the Council for approval.

Rule Amendment for presentation to Rules Conference 

No.762

Under Rule 14.3, the Executive Council are required to submit to the Rules Conference proposed rules for the election of the Executive Council.  The following amendment was put to the Council:

Rule 14.3


Delete introductory paragraph and clauses 14.3.1 and 14.3.2 and replace with

14.3.1 Election to the Executive Council shall be on the basis of electoral constituencies determined by the Executive Council.  These constituencies shall ensure the fair and equitable representation of the working membership and shall include representatives to be elected from the Regions as constituted in the union on the basis of each region with fewer than 150,000 members on the date at which the membership figures are struck having two representatives, each region with 150,000 members but fewer than 200,000 members having three, and each region with 200,000 members or more having four; and shall include representatives from the national industrial sectors, on the basis of each sector with fewer than 50,000 members at the date at which the membership figure is struck having one representative, each sector with 50,000 but fewer than 100,000 members having two and each sector with 100,000 members or more having three.  The allocation of constituencies based on this formula will be automatically applied to all Executive Council elections henceforward unless the formula is varied by the Rules Conference.

The rest of rule 14.3 stands as it is, including the clauses relating to national seats for women members and BAEM members, and to the designation of seats to ensure minimum proportionality for women and BAEM members.
