Executive Statement on Administration & Membership Services

As a consequence of the previous special meeting, the revised Executive Statement on Administration and Membership Services had been circulated to the Council. 
Due to members of the Council voicing their concerns, a detailed debate ensued regarding the reorganisation of branches and workplaces and the need for a consultation exercise before the process is initiated.  The Council were advised that the debate regarding branch funding has already commenced with the F&GPC Sub-Committee and will be brought back to the Council at a later date.  Suggestions for re-wording of the Executive Statement were agreed by the Council. 
Following an adjournment, the reworded Statement was circulated to the Council. 
In response to comments from a member of the Council, it was agreed that Motion 111 would be removed from the Statement and taken back to the Standing Orders Committee for it to be tabled.

Following further discussion, Joint General Secretary, Derek Simpson advised the Council that the Statement could be accepted and the motions that were not opposed be allowed to stand.  The motions not approved could then either be opposed or remitted back to the Executive Council.

Joint General Secretary, Tony Woodley proposed that the Council accept the Statement, with the changes, and the Joint General Secretaries would bring the 40 motions concerned back to the Council, with recommendations, for discussion in the morning.
