2.
GENERAL SECRETARY ELECTION 

No.774

Any members likely to seek nomination as candidates in the forthcoming General Secretary Election were asked to leave before the discussion commenced. 


A draft document outlining the protocol for the General Secretary Election was circulated to the Council.  Joint General Secretary, Tony Woodley reported that the principle and process needs to be put in place for the single most important election for this new union.  Discussions have been taking place between the Joint General Secretaries and the main difference of opinion centres around data, access to data and general resources and how the union should communicate this election to the whole of the membership.  With this election being the first one, everyone will watch with some interest as to how we conduct our business.  The integrity of the election is crucial and, whoever the candidate is, none of them should be at a disadvantage.

Joint General Secretary, Tony Woodley expressed the view that there should be an across the union mail shot, outside of the ballot, that allows every candidate a number of words, (to be determined) and should come out in an even-handed and open way.   After that, there should be no mailing of any sort.  

Included within the draft document, were proposals that identifies who should sign nomination papers and also asks for people to disclose their age.  Joint General Secretary, Tony Woodley expressed the view that this is irrelevant but there was no agreement between the Joint General Secretaries if this should form part of a communication sent out.


Joint General Secretary, Derek Simpson reported that the principle point in the former Amicus Section was that no union resources at all should be used by any candidate.  He expressed the view that a mail shot in terms of every candidate should be the election address.   This allows every candidate fair and equal treatment and goes to every member.   In order to maintain fairness, it is safer to say no Officer of the union, no facility, no finance, no data of the union, in any way, shape or form, should be used by any candidate.


An Election Commissioner needs to be agreed and, as there had been an objection to the Election Commissioner previously used by Amicus, it was suggested that this should be someone not known to the Union.


Under Rule, one Returning Officer is required and Joint General Secretary, Tony Woodley proposed that Joint General Secretary, Derek Simpson undertake this role. 


A discussion ensued regarding nominations and it was agreed that the respective size of branches should be included on any list of nominations published.

Following further discussion with both Joint General Secretaries expressing differing points of view, the Council were asked to vote on the following issues: 

· In favour of having a direct mail shot in addition to the formal election address – 35 For; 19 Against; 1 Abstain 

· Removal of reference to age on papers and documents that are sent out – Carried

· Branch nominations to be listed on the paperwork accompanying the ballot paper including number of members in the branch – Carried
