Dear Colleagues

This is just a holding newsletter to try and bring you up to date with an ever changing situation with regard to Local Government Pensions.  The 3 Trade Unions have been negotiating with the Local Government Group what was referred to as a principles document.  That principles document would have led us into intensive negotiation next year with no change in the scheme until after the 1st April 2014 and any movement from this process would have been subject to consultation and endorsement by our membership.
Yesterday Eric Pickles, the Secretary of State responded to that principles document and his letter revealed further concerns about Government intentions in terms of the reform of the scheme.  The principles document was then suspended by the joint Unions seeking an urgent meeting with Government Ministers.

After consultation with lay member leadership Unite has now indicated to the employers that we will continue that suspension until an emergency Local Authority National Industrial Sector Committee can be called as early as possible in the New Year for the approval or not as the case may be, of that National Committee.

As things develop we will obviously try to keep you informed.  On that basis at this stage we have no way forward.
