2009 MacQueen Award for Excellence in Practice is awarded to Deborah Rountree, North East Lincolnshire Care Trust Plus, for ‘Family Action Support Team’ (FAST).

FAST is a health visitor led project providing a unique ‘solutions based  whole family approach’ to supporting families of children with hidden disabilities such as Autistic Spectrum Conditions (ASC), Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) and other complex needs. The purpose of FAST is given as: ‘Empowering parents, enabling children: Families Accessing Solutions Together ‘.

2007 MacQueen Award for " Excellence in Practice" is awarded to Deborah Bone (East and North Hertfordshire Primary Care Trust)

Deborah holds the post of Emotional Mental Health Advisor.  Her role is to provide skilled and effective leadership on issues relating to the emotional & mental wellbeing of young people. This service is provided to the 0-19 Children’s Services Teams within North Hertfordshire and Stevenage which comprises six teams of health visitors, nursery nurses and school nurses. Deborah feels that winning the MacQueen Award has highlighted her role, and increased her confidence and motivation to continue working in a job about which she is very passionate.  It has also provided her with a number of new opportunities, and an arena in which to share good practice with colleagues throughout the country.

2006 MacQueen Award for "Excellence in Education" awarded to Anita McCrum  (Barnsley PCT).
The aim of Anita’s project was to explore and evaluate an educational framework for primary care that incorporated the role of the Community Practice Educator and the Community Practice Teacher. 

An integral part of the role has been the development of mentors and teachers who are vital to the preparation of the next generation of practitioners. The continuation of the project will enhance the capacity and capability of the organisation to increase the number of skilled colleagues able to drive the service forward.

2004 : In 2004, there were three awards: 

1) Louise Condon  was awarded  the Lady Limerick Bursary for “Excellence in Research” for her research that the Committee felt would have an impact on health visiting/community practice. The Bursary enabled Louise to finance fieldwork for her PhD related to health visiting and community practice.

2) Mary Lowe (Thurrock PCT) was awarded the Caroline Puckett Award to set up a training programme on personal safety for staff. The Bursary enabled Louise to finance fieldwork for her PhD related to health visiting and community practice.

3) Elizabeth Taylor ( Southampton PCT)  was awarded the MacQueen Award for "Excellence in Practice" for excellent work in Southampton and dedication to developing practice.

2003 MacQueen award for Excellence in Education was awarded to Frances Appleby  (South Bank University).  The Award supported a research project which centred around the extent to which people put professional education and training into actual operation.
2002  MacQueen Award for Excellence in Leadership was awarded to Debra Lapthorne (Plymouth PCT). The project was successfully used as a model for developing leadership  skills amongst colleagues. It also led to the establishment of a Local   Development Fund for Health Visitors.
