Unite members and activists will protest to tell the leaders of the world's richest countries (G20) that Unite members want to see:
· Put People First: Decent jobs and public services for all

On 2nd April 2009 the leaders of 20 of the world's biggest economies meet in London to tackle the recession and global financial crisis.
