Joint Statement
At a meeting between the senior management and trade union representatives on 9th August 2007 both sides reaffirmed their commitment to do all in their power to achieve a negotiated settlement in respect of the future of Remploy. 

The Secretary of State for Works and Pensions has decided to assist this process by appointing an independent person to chair the consultation meetings. The person appointed is Roger Poole who has considerable experience in chairing matters of an industrial and public nature and has previously worked with the Secretary of State.

We have therefore agreed to postpone the national consultation between management and the trade unions until 24 August at which time a meeting will be held between a small representative group from both sides chaired by Roger Poole.
In order to enable this to have every chance of success Remploy has agreed to extend the consultation period. We hope that at the end of this period we will be able to move forward with an agreed solution.
