Major employment tribunal victory for RRP
Dear Colleagues

Employment tribunal - Calland Judgement: endorses a contractual right to RRP for "New Starters", i.e. those who commenced employment with a trust post AfC 1/10/04.

I am pleased to advise you that we have recently been successful in the employment tribunal in the above case. Certain trusts had held that the long term recruitment and retention premia payable to qualified maintenance craft /technicians were only payable to those who had commenced employment prior to the introduction of AfC. Lancashire Trust refused to pay one of our members an RRP since his employment with the trust had begun in 2005. As you can see, Unite took this case to tribunal and has been successful. This judgement is very significant and should be used in other trusts failing to pay "new starters". It adds to growing case law surrounding RRP.
