Lump Sum 2% (£446 average)

REPRESENTATION AND NEGOTIATION NOT CONSULTATION AND IMPOSITION 
 
This “best in Honda” pay award was only achieved through effective trade union representation and 
negotiation. If you take away Unite representation it will spell the end of meaningful negotiation. 
Without Unite you are likely to be left with employer led consultation on vital issues instead of 
independent representation.
