We the undersigned think that the Windsor report has failed to deliver its remit – the 
recommendations of the Windsor report will not maximise deployment to the frontline, 
doesn’t recommend paying people for what they do, and are not fair and reasonable. 
 

We think any discussion about future pay, terms and conditions should be negotiated through 
the joint collective bargaining structure of the Police Staff Council – and the value of police 
staff must be recognised.
