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Council leaders Royston Smith and Jeremy Moulton have borrowed 
£5 million from fellow Conservatives at Crawley council.
 
Is this money to be used to improve Southampton?
Is it for better services for you?

We’re worried this colossal amount of money has been borrowed by Cllrs 
Smith and Moulton to help them wage war against the council's workforce
